Morpeth Pantomime Society - Junior Membership Policy

Morpeth Pantomime Society is an inclusive society and fun is our main aim. However, with fun comes responsibility. 
All members of the society, be they Adult or Junior Members are expected to show consideration and respect to every other society member, irrespective of ethnic origin, religious belief, sex, ability, disability, age, size or political persuasion. In return, you should expect to receive consideration and respect back. 

MPS has a zero-tolerance approach to underage alcohol consumption and smoking. This is covered in the constitution and this also applies to recreational drugs of any kind. 
Bullying of any description, be it physical, verbal, mental or emotional, will not be tolerated, and notification that this has occurred will be investigated and dealt with in accordance with the society’s constitution. 

Use of bad language or inappropriate abusive language or behaviour is not acceptable.  If anyone is found or seen to be using such language, or behaving inappropriately, they will be asked to stop, and if it continues will be asked to leave the premises.  Continuing to violate this rule will result in a meeting with the Committee, and possible expulsion from the society.

It is the responsibility of your parents/guardians to ensure you are brought into and collected from any MPS function by a responsible adult in a timely manner. It must be noted that MPS cannot be held responsible for Junior Members getting home. 
All members are expected to arrive punctually for rehearsals, performances and all other MPS occasions. 

All junior members will dress and undress in the appropriate backstage area and keep that area tidy. 

During performances and rehearsals, you should have regard for the privacy and sensitivity of other users of the changing room backstage. 

A huge amount of time and care as well as money goes into designing and making your costumes; they do not require any additional customising. If you have an idea, please discuss it with the Wardrobe Mistress but ultimately please respect the Director and Wardrobe Mistress’s decision. 

Costumes should be treated with respect and looked after appropriately, at the end of each show full costume should be returned to the Wardrobe Mistress intact. 

All Safety Notices are to be followed; they are there for everyone’s benefit to keep you safe.

Talking during rehearsal should be kept to a whisper as should talking backstage during the show. There should never be any talking in the wings.

Please respect the backstage team, their job can involve health and safety issues that you might not be aware of. Please listen to them and work with them. The same respect applies for the Front of House Team who also perform an essential role for us all.

Failure to adhere to any of these fundamental obligations could mean that you may be asked to leave the society.

Please ensure your membership fees are paid on time. If you haven’t paid your fees, you are not insured, if you are not insured you cannot perform.

If you have any concerns regarding another person’s behaviour towards you or something you have witnessed that makes you uncomfortable, please speak to Alan Bullock or Helen Fox who are responsible for child welfare. We are a family society therefore encourage and recruit as many of your adult family as you can reminding them that not everyone needs to sing and dance as we always need help in other areas. 
There are many years of experience in the group and everyone is willing to help each other – that’s what makes us a fab society!!
